Miller aims to discuss climate change, business ties during Milan trip

Toronto Mayor David Miller is in Milan this week to attend a plenary session of the Organization for Economic Cooperation and Development where climate change is on the agenda. Mr. Miller is the chairman of the C40, a coalition of big-city mayors from around the world who are attempting to tackle climate change. But his office said he was invited to the conference before he was named chairman of the C40 because of Toronto's reputation as an environmental leader. While in Italy, Mr. Miller, pictured, will meet with government officials from the Lombardy region and his Milanese counterpart to talk about strengthening business ties. Four of Milan's top fashion schools recently visited Toronto for Fashion Week and the Mayor is looking to promote more economically and culturally significant exchanges like it, said a spokesman. "This is a quick trip ... but a busy and important one," Stuart Green said.
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
